***You must take a combination of SIX (6) HIST 200 or HIST 300 courses to complete the major, and at least ONE (1)
of these six courses must be a HIST 300 (all HIST 300 courses are WI)

Note that not all language courses will fulfill the Global Awareness GenEd requirement.
